
SCHOLARSHIP FOR NEW MEMBERS 
 

 Allow new members time to study; Don’t over program 
 Have two library nights per week.  Take new members on a library tour (arrange with library staff)  
 Challenge new members to maintain or improve on their pre-recruitment GPA  
 Give new members assignment notebooks 
 Combine new member meetings with study sessions 
 Have the new members elect a Scholarship Chair to serve as a member of the scholarship committee 
 Give each new member a study partner, one member especially responsible for motivating the new 

member to study, and to serve as a resource for academic adjustment (try to match majors or use the 
Mom/Big Sister/Father/Big Brother)
